Objectives. A BASH does exist at this installation and
within the immediate vicinity due to resident and
migratory bird species. Daily and seasonal bird
movements create various hazardous conditions to
aviation. This plan is designed to reduce the bird
hazard in and around Naval Air Station (NAS)
Kingsville and Naval Auxiliary Landing Field NALF)
Orange Grove.
